Why small groups? As our Wednesday & Sunday Gatherings have grown it has become more difficult to practice these
“one-anothers.” So as we have grown larger it has become essential that we grow smaller as well. We don’t want “His House”
to simply become a big Wednesday / Sunday gathering. Our goal is to develop a community of believers where each person
can give and receive love; where you can know others and be known; where you can care and be cared for; that is why we
began small groups. Our goal is not that you would know everybody, but that you would know a few people well and that they
would know you well and that together you could grow in your relationship with Christ.

We believe that the Christian life is best lived in the context of community. Isolation has killed the faith of many believers, and
as you know, you can attend large meetings week after week and still be very alone. So one of our core values as a
fellowship is that radical life change occurs within the context of genuine relationships. But we need YOU to make that
happen. We are looking some spiritually committed college students to set aside a block of time in their life to really pour into
some other students. In turn, we will seek to pour into you and train you for the task. We will have leaders meetings every
other week to encourage and help train you for the task.

We are not looking for perfect people, simply people who are willing to walk by faith and have a deep desire to invest in others.
| have always learned more by teaching and | know that you will grow as you seek to teach scripture and lead a group. Please
carefully consider this challenge. It will not be easy—nothing of any importance is—but it will stretch you and it will give you an
opportunity to leave behind a legacy of faith as you invest yourself in the kingdom of God while here at FSU.
